2. Insert reflector by tilting it
into housing (caution: do not
pinch wires.)

3. Secure reflector to upper area of
extrusion via 8-32 screws.
4. Install lens. Starting at (1) end, squeeze
lens legs IN to snap LENS in place, and
continue pressing upwards across the
length of the fixture until lens is secure.

Maintenance -
Reflectors do not have to be removed except for driver replacement or other maintenance. Disconnect power before servicing.
